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Important Safeguards:

1.This appliance is only for domestic use, and not for commercial use.
2.Always disconnect the appliance from the supply if it is left unattended and before assembling,
disassembling or cleaning.

22.Before plugging the blender into the mains electrical supply, check that the voltage and power supply

comply with the specifications indicated on the rating plate of the appliance.
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23.Do not plug the appliance into the power supply until it is fully assembled and always unplug before
disassembling the appliance or handling the blade.

24.To unplug the appliance, grasp the plug firmly and remove it from the mains electrical supply.
Do not pull on the cord or carry the unit by its cord.

25.Always place the blender on stable, flat, heat-resistant surface. Also ensure that the surface can take
the weight of the unit during use.

26.Do not move or lift the blender while it is operating or while it is connected to an electrical socket.

27.The use of attachments, not specifically recommended by the manufacturer, must not be used
as they may cause personal injury or damage to the appliance.

28.Do not use the blender for very hard food products such as bones, shelled nuts, frozen meat etc.,
as this may damage the blade or cause the motor to seize.

29.Do not operate the blender if the plug or power cord has been damaged.

CAUTION : In order to avoid a hazard due to inadvertent resetting of the thermal cut-out,
this appliance must not be supplied through an external switching device, such as a timer,

or connected to a circuit that is regularly switched on and off by the utility.

5. Connect to main power supply.

6. Select the speed by turning the knob or press the program button.

» When the program finished, the unit will back to standby mode.

« Do not blend dry, thick or heavy mixtures for more than 10 seconds continuously.
Let the appliance cool down to room temperature before continue operating the appliance again.

« Blend Ice, not more than 2seconds continuously.

« Do not place the lid into a dishwasher or boiling water, the lid may deform.
« Always hold the edge of the lid while operating the blender.

Cleaning and Maintenance

» Always clean the removable parts immediately after use.

Note : After every max operation period, please let the appliance cool down to room temperature

« Disassembling and cleaning the Table Blender:
1. Put the Main Unit (5) on a flat, dry table. Ensure that the Control Knob (8) is in the off position
and the power cord is unplugged.
2. Hold the Main Unit with one hand and lift up the Glass Jug (3) with the other hand.
3. Remove the Jug Lid (2) from the Glass Jug.
« The blender jug can be cleaned without disassembling:
1. Fillin the Glass Jug with half-full (750ml) of luke warm water and little cleaning agent.
2. Let the Table Blender run on min speed until the jug is cleaned.
3. Clean the Glass Jug (3), Jug Lid (2), Measuring Cup (1) and Blade Assembly Unit (4)

with the seal ring with luke warm water and some cleaning agent. Dry them before using.

[ Note : Be careful when cleaning the parts. Avoid touching the sharp blades! }
