1. Check voltage to be sure that the voltage indicated on the name plate agrees with your voltage.

2. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

3. Do not place on or near a hot gas or electric burner or in a heated oven.

4. Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Allow to stop before putting or taking
off parts, and before cleaning the appliance.

5. Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug or after the appliance malfunctions,
or has been damaged in any manner. Return appliance to the nearest authorized service
facility for examination, repair or adjustment.

6. The use of accessory attachment not recommended by the appliance manufacturer may
result in fire, electric shock, or injury to persons.

7. Be careful to ensure that the power cable does not become trapped and does not rub against
sharp edges.

FOR THE FIRST USE

1. Remove the coffee grinder from package, and check the accessories according to the list.
2. Clean all the detachable components.

CONDITIONS OF USE THE PRODUCT

Ambient temperature should be between -10 °C ~40°C.

INTRODUCTION OF PRODUCT PARTS

. Bean Hopper Cover: Dustproof and fresh-keeping coffee beans.

. Bean hopper: Store beans that need to be ground.

. Powder cup: The way out of ground coffee.

. Touch Button: Control the machine working on/off.

. Powder holder: Support the powder funnel to holding the powder.
. Indicator: Indicator for power on/off.

. Hopper baffles plate: Control the bean volume.

. Adjust Knob: Adjust the powder thickness.

. Main body: supporting each part, used for isolation and electric parts.

10. Knob power switch: Power switch controls on and off of power.

11. Base: stabilize the machine.

12. Circuit breaker reset switch: the circuit breaker reset switch is used for machine overload
protection tripping reset.

FUNCTION

1. Various coffee appliances, require different grinding thickness, it is recommended that you
understand your device, select the appropriate thickness scale.

2. The number on top of knob means the thickness of coffee powder, “1” is the finest, and “11”
is the coarsest; adjust it as your favorite or adjust it to the desired position to control
the thickness of the powder basic on coffee appliance. (See Pic 1)

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HOW TO USE

1. Access AC220V / 50Hz power supply.
2. Locked the adjust knob and nut after adjust the knob as your requirements thickness scale.

3. Put the powder holder into the powder receiving bracket or use an external powder cup,
put the lid on the powder cup, and place it below the outlet.
4. Open On/Off switch, Use the powder holder or external powder cup to push the touch button,

then start working. (See Pic 2)
5. Coffee powder go throung the powder cup and falling into the powder holder or external

powder cup.
6. The machine wills stops working when the powder holder leaves from the touch button,

pls turn off the power switch after use.

NOTE :

A. The grinder can grind crisp and dry food.

B. In order to protect the machine overheating, when the machine continues to work for
more than 5min or more than 1kg coffee bean, we suggested that stop working for
5 min then continuing to work.

C. During grinding, machine overload causes the machine to stop working.

Treatment steps:

« Turn off the power switch, turn the knob to the thickest “11” scale, reset the circuit
breaker manually.

« Turn on the power switch, and clean the coffee powder. After cleaning, adjust the
knob to the desired scale and tighten the nut.

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D. With a small brush for cleaning the residual powder in the powder channel;
E. Do not disassemble the machine by yourself.

CLEAN AND MAINTENANCE

1. Cut off power cord before cleaning (Unplug the power).
2. Clean the main body with dry cloth.

NOTE : Do not clean with alcohol or solvent cleanser.
Never immerse the housing in water for cleaning.

3. Close the hopper baffle plate, remove the bean hopper, and pour out the remaining powder
in the grinder, clean dregs inside with dry cloth or brush.

NOTE :
A. Adjust the knob to 11 position when cleaning, which is easy to pour out coffee powder.
B. Only use dry cloth or dry cleaning tools to clean.

4. Use dry cloth or brush to clean bean hopper and ground coffee box.
